Pricing and Conditions:- 

• Price:  The cost of this tour is $AU2500 per person.  It includes pickup and drop off at Broome 
airport Sunday returning the following Sunday.  An $1000 non-refundable deposit is requested 
upon booking. GROUP BOOKINGS ARE PREFERRED.  Acceptance of Individuals or small groups is 
OK but may be subject date flexibility. 

• Prices include: All food and accommodation, camping gear*, all road transport to and from 
Broome Airport         * It is preferred if guests supply their own sleeping bags 

• Prices exclude: Airfares to/from Broome Airport and required travel insurance 
• What To Bring: Guests will be required to supply their own day pack for walks to carry cameras, 

lunch, water bottles, bathers, sleeping bag and towels etc.  They will also be required to have a 
separate sausage bag for all other gear to be left at camp including clothes, toiletries, head 
torch, and other personal gear as preferred. A detailed list of what to bring will be provided 
before leaving or on request. 

• Pre Tour Briefing: A pre Tour briefing will be provided for all groups 1 -3 months before 
departing.  These shall be conducted by teleconference or, if possible, face to face depending on 
logistics. 

• Fitness Requirements: If you can walk the distance of an 18 hole golf course you are over 
qualified – even 9 holes is OK (just). 

• Camping: We will be camping in tents and cooking under the stars.  Guests will be requested to 
setup their tents, make their own lunch and occasionally help with the camp routine including 
setup and breakdown. 

• Road Transport:  Transport is provided via 4WD Toyota Prado Landcruisers. We need some 
guests to help with the driving.
